<Page 1>  An earthquake report from Medog school in the year of Iron Tiger (1950 AD. A 12-post-bigand three-level-high administration building of Medog was destroyed by the earthquake. The building collapsed. All of the things were all destroyed inside the main hall by the fire caused by the earthquake.

<Page 2>  A reply to Kashag from a representative of Sera Monastery (1950 AD). Behind the Mountain Yueduoxiungla(越多雄拉山),the road on mountain Guenbozi(滚波孜山)was collapsed. There was no way to go through.

 <Page 3> A petition from monks in Medog school for financial aid to rebuild Monastery (1950 AD)
       The temple which was built under the 8th Dalai Lama’s order has been destroyed by the earthquake. Its main hall had 12 angles, 4 big doors (gates?), the archway contained 24 long posts inside and 12 long posts outside. It was three-story high. 

      Besides, LuobanTemple(洛帮寺)( 8-post-big and 2-story high),GelinTemple格林寺)( 6-post-big and 3-story-high), Deku(德ø‚)Temple ( 4-post-bigand 2-story-high), Mapeng Temple(瑪朋寺)( 4-post-big and 2-story-high), and BangriTemple(邦日寺)( 4-post-big and 2-story-high) were all destroyed by the earthquake.  

 <Page 4-5> A petition from staff in Medog area for relief (1951 AD)
       The extremely strong earthquake caused landslide and rivers dammed. The earthquake didn’tstop day and night. In a week, strong wind and violent fire caused people and animals escaped away. Afterwards, we found that houses collapsed and there was not even a tile existed. Even a very small Buddha statue was destroyed.

 <Page 6> A petition from Living Buddha in Medog for rebuilding temples and a letter of reply from Kashag. When a Living Buddha went back to Medog to visit his mother, he saw the temples built by the 7th Dalai Lama and by another Living Buddha were all destroyed by the earthquake in 1950. Meanwhile many people escaped to Lower Lhoyu and to India.

 <Page 8> The officer of Zigang reported the damages    The officer reported that all of the local government offices collapsed in the Zigang area plus temples, monk dormitories and village houses were all destroyed. The spare foods in the granaries were all wet in water and in rain. To take away soil and rocks and to rebuild water resistant planks were needed. Especially the big hall in Pugu monastery collapsed as well.   Furthermore, the Namchabarwa mountain (between Medog and Bomi ) avalanched, people said the river water was stopped more than three days.

<Page9> Their stuff were all buried under the ground. People ask for reducing the tax.

<Page10> Most of their stuff in the house broken, or were stolen. And the grains was soaked in the water. 

 

<Page 11-12>A letter from the substitute governor of Duoxiong(多雄) and five households describing damages on August 30 (Tibetan calendar)------ the letter was received on October 10 (Tibetan calendar)

     A three-floor-high and thirteen-post-wide (the upper floor was threepostswide) building collapsed. A fourteen-post-wide horse and sheep stable also collapsed. Another fifteen-postwide house, upper floor and lower floor, and its east side twelve-postarea big stable all collapsed as well. In Yikang(一康)area, thirteen small households’houses were all destroyed. There was 47-postarea and 3-story-high house collapsed and stables were all destroyed. The neighboring 15 houses were all collapsed.

       In Jiaden(甲登)village, a 9-post-area house and stable collapsed. Another 10-post-area house and stable was also destroyed. Because of the landslide, the river was dammed and the flood flew everywhere.  At the same time, the land closed to the river either was found with cracks or sank. It was difficult to make it flat and hard to plant anything again. 

       Furthermore, the mountain range of Namjagbarwa, Gonglagepuo(工拉噶波), Hufa(護法)and Gonghueidemu(工淮德木)avalanched, river water rose and flew away till the dawn. The peak ofJialazitong(加拉孜同)separated into two peaks after the earthquake. The roads on Asanmu(阿桑木)Mountain was blocked by landslide.

 <Page 13> A petition from Wolong people for reducing or waiving duties

The agricultural land was either gone with the flood or was covered by slush, mud and rocks.

<Page 15>   A petition from Shengpu people in Zigang area

Our food were mixed with sand and rocks, the land was cracking and the abyss could be seen everywhere.

<Page 16-20> The agricultural land was covered by flood or destroyed by avalanching and mud flood, people could not work and could not pay the tax. These letters describe how poor they were. 

 <Page 21-22> A petition from Gema people for allowing to collect contributions and to go on pilgrimage to worship.  After the earthquake, there was no house existed. Some animals sank down and were buried under ground. The land cracked, there was water and sediment came out from the cracking area. And the fields and grasslands were all gone with the flood.

<Page 23>  A petition from Jixiong(吉雄) people with hard life in Zigang area for relief. Omit.

<Page 23> A resign letter from an officer in Zigang due to difficulties in collecting taxes. Omit.

 < Page 30> A report on damages from Xueba(雪巴)
In Zigang, there was a 2-post-big house collapsed. Another 2-story-high and 12-post-big house also collapsed.In Xiaguo (霞果), one4-post-big room at upper floor and the 1-post-big room atgroundfloor collapsed.In Tangru(塘如)One8-post-big and 3-floor-high house collapsed.In Sangmai (桑麦), onee30-post-big and 3-floor-high house collapsed.  A12-post-big house, an 8-post-big and 2-story-high house and a 4-post-big housecollpased. In Sedong(色東), an 8-post-big and 3-floor-high house and an 8-column-big house collapsed. In Jiading(加丁), a 10-post-big and 3-floor-high house and a 2-post-big house collapsed. In Kongsong(空松), a 4-post-big house collapsed. In Xuechong(穴充), a 4-post-big house collapsed. In Jia(賈), a 12-post-big and 3-floor-high house and a 2-post-big house collapsed. For other people, there were a 4-post-big house, a 2-post-big house and a 2-post-big stable collapsed. Besides, there were one 8-post-big house, one 4-post-big and 2-story-high house, one 18-post-big and 3-story-high house and a 5-post-big servant house collapsed.

<Page 31>A report on damages from officers and people in Daze. The roof of a 2-post-big house was damaged. And a 2.5-post-big and 2-story-high house collapsed. A 3-story-high house collapsed. And there was one 3-story-building, its 2-column-big master room and another 2.5 rooms collapsed. A 2-column-big stable collapsed. A 2-post-big house and a 3-post-big and 3-story-high house contained three and half rooms collapsed. A 3-post-big house and 3-post-big stable collapsed. The master room of an 18-post-big and 3-floor-high collapsed and the property was gone with the fire caused by the earthquake.

       In addition, one 12-post-big and 2-story-high house collapsed. The roof of one 6-column-big house collapsed.

       There was a house was cracking and inclined to one side. Another half of the house was leaning to one side. In Zhade,half of the 6-post-big house collapsed and the beams inclined. A 2-post-big and 2-story-high temple collapsed.

There was a 12-post-big and 2-story-high house collapsed. In Zhadueba(札堆巴) and Jidingba(吉頂巴), two 6-column-big houses collapsed.

    On the east side of the 54-post-big and 3-story-high master house plus storage, and its northern side of 20-post-big and 2-story-high grain storage, the first level of 61-post-big front and rear horse stable, grass storage and servant rooms were all destroyed. Another 8-post-big and 2-story-high master house inclined to one side and would fall soon; its front side of 4-post-big and 2-story-high grain storage and an8-post-big stable and grass storage were all destroyed. In addition, 2-story-high master house and its 3-post-big side-rooms were destroyed. A woman’s16-post-big and 2-story-high house was destroyed. 6-post-big side-rooms of a farmer’shouse were destroyed. A handicapped woman’smaster house which was 8-post-big and 2-story-high and her another 4-post-big and one-floor house destroyed. Another person’s6-post-big and 2-story-high master house was destroyed.

      There was a half-column-big area at the first floor collapsed in the 6-post-big and 2-story-high house. A 6-post-big and 2-story-high master house and 6-post-big side-rooms were destroyed. An 8-post-big and 2-story-high house and a one and halfpostsize room were destroyed. A 2-post-big and 3-story-high house and a 2-post-big house plus 2 half-post-big rooms collapsed. 6-post-big and 2-story-high house were destroyed. A 2-post-big side-room was destroyed and a half-post-big room was also destroyed. A 1-post-big room was destroyed. A 6-post-big and 2-story-high master house and a1.5-post-big side house were destroyed. A 1.5-post-big master room was destroyed. A 2-post-big and 2-story-high house and a 1.5-post-big side room were destroyed. A 4-post-big and 2-story-high master house and a half-post-big side house were destroyed. A 2-post-big and 2-story-high master house and a one-post-big side house were destroyed. A one-post-big side house and a 1.5-post-big servant house were destroyed. A 6-post-big and 3-story-high master house was destroyed. A 4-post-big and 2-story-high house was destroyed. A house which was 3-post-big in a shape of water pail collapsed, there was only onepostleft but it was broken, inclined and useless.

<Page 46> A report on damages from local government, noble families and monasteries. More than 20-post-big and 2-level-highhouse was destroyed. There were four building destroyed by the earthquake. A 12-post-big and 2-story-high house was destroyed. There were 2 sidewalls collapsed in a 2-story-high building. A 2-story-high building collapsed. There was a sidewall collapsed in a one-level building. There was a 2-story-high building collapsed. An 8-post-big and 2-story-high house was totally destroyed. A more than 10-post-area house was destroyed. There were nine houses were destroyed at Zheban Temple area. Three officers’ houses were destroyed.

          Four houses were destroyed in Ningba(寧巴). A house belonged to government was destroyed. Another officer’shouse was destroyed.  There were one sidewall and three monksR17;rooms collapsed in Pangri(≈”»’)Temple. A 2-story-high house was destroyed. A sidewall of a house was collapsed. In Gewa(∏¡Õ€), a 12-post-big and 2-floor-high house collapsed. A house was destroyed in Zizong(◊Œ◊⁄)and two houses were destroyed in Gela(∏¡¿≠).A house was totally destroyed in Jiare(º◊»»).A house was totally destroyed in Cieke(«—ø∆). 2 houses were destroyed Tuma(Õ¡瑪). There were 3 monks’ houses were destroyed in Baguen(巴滚)Temple. A house was destroyed in Xizong(喜宗). A house was destroyed in Cuojiu(措久).An8-post-big and 2-story-high house was destroyed in Bure(布日). A house was destroyed in Cuoguo(措果). There were three houses and one water mill were destroyed by avalanche and big flood in Maicuo(麦措). A 2-story-high Temple was destroyed in Zalamani(雜拉馬尼). A house was destroyed in Lhuoba(洛巴).

<Page 49>A petition from monk officers for renovating officers
     The outside wall of the office building had started to collapse. The beams inside the building had been decayed for many years. After the earthquake and fire, it could not live anybody or used it as grain storage. Officers asked for more carpenters and masons for renovation.

<Page 51>A letter from Daming(達明) to the deputy governor

            During the earthquake, we had a wedding ceremony, people were buried and the house had serious damages. We also lost animals. In Di(迪), besides the storage was damaged, others were saved(?). The master house in Juela(覺拉) had bigger damages.

<Page 52> A letter from Tapuo (塔波) officers to the deputy governor regarding earthquakes

The noble family’s house didn’t collapsed. People were living tent outside the houses. But the houses collapsed in Di, storage also collapsed. The house collapsed in Xiwu (西午), 40 people died. 200 people died in Menyu (門隅).

<Page 53-54> A letter from amember from anoble family, Quesuba, to the deputy governor. The old house in the family didn’t collapse, but people lived in tents. In Di, the house collapsed, things were also damaged a lot, the storage also collapsed. The houses in monastery also collapsed.

<Page 55>A letter of report on damages to Kashag.  The northwestern corner of the strong central stonewall of Mani Temple in Shenzha area collapsed; other parts occurred big cracks. The surrounding wall of the temple and the southern and northern surrounding wall and houses on the lawn nearby all collapsed; other parts occurred many cracks. 

      The collapsed houses made of grass (or straw) mixed with unfired earthenware were easy to find experienced shepherd to renovate or to rebuild, but the stone wall of the temple was difficult to renovate. Because there was only grass soft land in Shenzha. There was no stone could be used there. The needed stones had to be transported from three or four Li (different from today’sKm or mile) away. They also wanted some carpenters and timber. They also had to find a way to get timber.

Pugu Monastery (布久寺)
The damage in Gongpo (工布) area was very serious. Three holy places and three monasteries, including Pugu Monastery and other general temples, small temples in mountains, offices, noble families’ temples, normal people’s houses were all destroyed. All of the scriptures, Buddha’s statues and Pagodas were all buried under the ground. Most of the surrounding area either was covered by flood or was cover by mudflow.

<Page 64>  A report on damages from monks in Pugu Monastery  We had serious damage on Buddhist hall, monks’ rooms, and houses. I was pressed under house materials in the monastery and another monk was buried underneath the earth and rocks. The big main hall of the monastery was collapsed, all of the Buddha statues were all destroyed. At that time, earthquake didn’t stop for days and nights, plus flood, the ground sank down and rolling rocks, the road was blocked and was very dangerous. People could not pass through. Everyone was suffered hunger and could not have any idea how to survive. 

<Page 65>      2. Zhuqudian Monastery (朱去典寺)
A report on damages from living Buddha of Zhuqudian Monastery  The monastery was seriously damaged in 1932 earthquake. After that, we spent 15 years to renovate the buildings. We basically finished the main hall and its annexed houses, pagodas and statues. The monastery was destroyed again during the earthquake on July 2. The main hall and its annexed temples and monks’ dormitory were all collapsed, not even one post was left. All of the vessels, scriptures, pagodas, and statues were all buried under earth and rocks. There were 17 monks and people died; animals were all killed by the disaster.

<Page66-67-68>      A petition from living Buddha to Kashag for relief. Zhuqudian Monastery is one of the three famous holy places in Gongpo area. It is annexed to Pugu Monastery. It had big damages in 1932 during the earthquake. Monks and living Buddha did their best to try to rebuild it within15 years. Just about to complete it, it was destroyed again in 1950. The 52-post-big and three floors high front hall and its rear 4 floors high building, government owned real estates, and kitchen, drums rooms all collapsed. The surrounding 20-post-big and two floors high monks dormitory, 12-post-big and three floors high rooms, 23 of 2-level-high rooms and outside walls also collapsed.

<Page 69-70-71>       3. Demu Monastery (德木寺)
A detailed report on damages from Demu, Qabnag (羌納), and Zhaxiraodan (札西繞丹) three Monasteries. 

 In the evening of July 2, the earthquake came after the noise, which sounded like people shouting together when they watch running horses and shooting arrows. It came very fast so that people could not escape from it. People were buried under the collapsed houses, some of them were killed and some of them became handicapped. People were nervous and could not eat and could not drink, all of the people fell into a bad fortune. The big and small temples of these three monasteries were all destroyed. There was 1/5 of total property could be dug out from random rocks.

<Page 72> The second petition to Kashag on damages from living Buddha in Demu monastery.  All of the temples inside Demu Monastery collapsed. There were about 40 monks inside and were killed. Other monks went out for begging at that time. After the earthquake, there was no place for monks to stay; the only one way was to build temporary wooden tents. The annexed people’s houses in the village were all destroyed, too. A message from an officer said,” On the second day of the earthquake, all of the village houses were destroyed from Wolong (臥龍) to Geqia (格恰). In Zigang (孜崗), local office was collapsed, only half of the wall was left. Around the villages of Zharao (札繞), Gama (噶瑪), and Qabnag (羌納), all of the houses and temples collapsed and has become ruins. In Demu, there was only one house not seriously damaged; all of others became ruins. There were only one or two houses survived; others were all destroyed on surrounding mountain slops and villages built in mountain rocks. At the opposite side of the river, houses in Nyingchi were all destroyed; half of the offices collapsed.”

 A letter of report on damages from people in Demu.  One 20-post-big and 2-level-high house and outside wall collapsed. The wooden frame of the first floor sank into the earth. There were more than 60 bags of grains were all buried. One 20 posts and three levels building was partly damaged. Except the first floor, the roof and the wooden structure of the second floor survived; the third floor and the outside wall collapsed. Earth and rocks fell down. Scripture shelves, cabinets and all the stuff were buried and damaged. One 9-post-big house and 4-post-big stable totally collapsed. One outside wall of 9 posts house collapsed, three posts left. The second floor of the house collapsed. Another 16-posts-big and 3-floor-high house was destroyed both inside and outside. All of the property was lost. One of the people’s 2-post-big houses, only outside wall was destroyed. The outside wall of one 3-posts-big house collapsed. One 8-post-big house was totally destroyed. The outside wall of 8-post-big and 2-level-high house collapsed; the second floor was totally destroyed. The outside wall of one 6-post-big and 2-floor-high house collapsed. The outside wall of one three-post-big house collapsed. One 2-floor-high house was totally destroyed.

The monastery was also totally destroyed, including: one 24-post-big and 2-floor-high scripture hall, one 4-post-big gate tower, one 9-post-big and three floors high Happy Buddha temple, one 18-post-big scripture chapel, one 3 beams and 2 floors high gate, one 4-post-big and 3-floor-high temple, one 3-post-big and 2-floor-high temple, one three beams drums tower, one 6-post-big and 2-floor-high chapel, one 4-post-big kitchen, one 12-post-big and three-floor-high storage house, one 250-posts-big and two-floor- high monks dormitory.

The earthquake destroyed allthe monastery, and its annexed monasteries—Zhaxiraoden and Gadanlamu. The temples, monks’ dormitory, houses, pagodas, scriptures, furniture, displayed stuffs, animals, real estate, and fields were all destroyed in a short time. There was nothing left.

The monastery, including big halls, scripture chapels, temples, government owned real estates, woods storage rooms, and monks’ dormitory were all collapsed, there was not thing left.

In the evening of July 2, the big earthquake suddenly happened. Our temple, Zhuoding (◊ø頂寺), was collapsed. We had one 12-post-big hall, one 6-post-big scripture chapel, one 9-post-big temple, one16-post-big room and two monks’ dormitories were all destroyed.

The Longtuo temple (隆陀寺) was constructed with 4-post-big hall, and two 2-post-big chapels. All of the buildings were all destroyed, the roof and the walls all collapsed.

The noble family house and people’s houses were all collapsed during the earthquake. All of the stuff and grains were buried under the ground. In addition, there were 24 people  killed and 244 animals died. They begged the government could reduce or waive the taxes for 20 years, at least for 15 years.

The east area (half-post-big) of a flat roof house was destroyed.

The east area (half-post-big) of another flat roof house collapsed.

Noble families around the area of Zhaxiraodan Monastery: 

One 8-post-big and 2-level-high house totally collapsed. 

One 2-post-big house and its connected stable collapsed, the outside wall of a one-beam grain storage collapsed.

One 3-post-big and 2-level-high house collapsed and so did its one-beam storage. There were cracks on the walls of a 2-post-big house.

One 2-post-big and 2-level-high house collapsed.

One 1-post-big house was destroyed.

One 6-post-big and 2-level-high house and its connected 2 beams grain storage collapsed.

One 6-post-big and 2-level-high house and its 5 beams stable collapsed. 

One 16-post-big and 2-level-high house and its extra 2 beams room above the roof collapsed, the south face stable with 10 beams plus servants’ houses were all destroyed. Its 2 beams outside wall at the east side of the house collapsed.

The upper floor of an 8-post and 2-level animal pen collapsed, the north outside wall on the first floor collapsed. One 6-post grain storage with flat roof totally collapsed.

One 2-post flat roof chapel collapsed. 

One 6-beam flat roof house collapsed. 

One 2-post house with flat roof collapsed.

The east and west outside wall of a 3-post flat roof house collapsed, its connected 4-beam stable was totally destroyed.

The outside wall of 1-post flat roof house collapsed, its connected 2-beam flat roof goat pen collapsed.

One 4-post and 2-level house and 2-post flat roof house collapsed. 

One 2-post flat roof house and 4-beam stable collapsed. 

One 18-post-and-2-beam and 2 level house collapsed.

The second floor of the 2-post and 2-level house collapsed, its connected 3-beam flat roof stable and animal pen collapsed.

One 2-beam and 2-level house and 7-beam flat roof house collapsed.

One 1-post and 2-level house collapsed, its connected 1-post flat roof house collapsed. 

The outside wall of a 2-post flat roof branch house collapsed. 

One 9-beam flat roof house, besides a 4-beam area was saved, the rest collapsed.

One 2-post-and-2-beam flat roof house collapsed.

One 12-post house, besides the roof of the second floor, collapsed.

The outside wall of a 4-post flat roof house had cracks.

The west and north sides of outside walls collapsed in an 8-post and 2-level house.

One 5-post and 2-level house collapsed. 

One 8-post and 2-level house collapsed.

The outside wall of a one-post house collapsed. 

One 2-post house collapsed. Its connected 2-beam animal pen collapsed.

One 2-post house with flat roof collapsed.

One 2-post-and-2-beam house was totally destroyed. Its connected 7-beam stable and animal pen collapsed.

The outside wall of a 56-post and 2-level main building collapsed more seriously, the connected 7-post stable with flat roof, scripture chapel, servants’ room and goat pen collapsed; its branch 2-beam flat roof temple and an 8-post house in the east collapsed.

One 1-post flat roof house collapsed. One 3-post public conference room collapsed.
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
